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The Savannah College of Art and Design
was founded in 1978 by Richard G.
Rowan, Paula S. Wallace, Paul E. Poetter
and May L. Poetter to provide college
degree programs not previously avail-
able in southeast Georgia and to create
a specialized professional art college to
attract students from throughout the
United States and abroad. The curricu-
lum was established with dual goals of
excellent arts education and effective
career preparation for students. Today,
with two locations and some programs
offered completely online, the college
continues to assiduously adhere to
these goals.

The Savannah College of Art and
Design was legally incorporated in the
state of Georgia September 29,1978. A
board of trustees was established, and
the search was begun for a competent
faculty and an appropriate facility.

In the spring of 1979, the college
purchased and renovated the Savannah
Volunteer Guards Armory to serve as
the first classroom and administration
building. The historic significance of
the 1892 structure was recognized by its
nomination for inclusion in the National
Register of Historic Places. Named
Poetter Hall in honor of two founders,
the building remains in active use by
the college today.

Classes began in September 1979
with 71 students and 11 faculty and staff
members. Today, the student body
numbers more than 8,900 and the fac
ulty and staff over 1,500. The Savannah
campus encompasses more than 60
facilities, equipped with the latest tech-
nology, located throughout Savannah'’s
historic and Victorian districts.
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In 2002 the college successfully con-
cluded an agreement with the Lacoste
School of the Arts (France) under
which the school donated its historic
properties to SCAD. The Lacoste site
comprises 18 buildings in a remarkably
preserved medieval village in Provence
and has been designated by the French
government as a national treasure. The
college now offers a year-round aca-
demic program at Lacoste. In Fall 2003,
SCAD launched an online distance
learning initiative. SCAD-elLearning
offers degree programs and certificates
completely online.

The organizational structure of
the college was refined in March 2004
with the development of a for-profit
arm, SCAD Group, Inc. SCAD Group
Inc. is owned and operated by SCAD
and, through a contractual relation-
ship, performs non-academic services
for the college. In March 2005, SCAD
opened a facility in Midtown Atlanta.
SCAD-Atlanta currently offers degree
programs in advertising design, anima-
tion, arts administration, broadcast
design and motion graphics, commer-
cial photography, digital photography,
documentary photography, fashion,
graphic design, illustration, interactive
design and game development, interior
design, painting, photography, print-
making, professional writing, sculpture,
sequential art, and visual effects.

In August 2005, the boards of trust-
ees of the Woodruff Arts Center and
the Savannah College of Art and Design
voted to formally approve an alliance
between the Atlanta College of Art and
SCAD. ACA was merged with SCAD
beginning June 2006.

Throughout SCAD, class size is small,
allowing each student the opportunity
to receive individual attention. Faculty
members have distinguished back-
grounds in their fields. The international
faculty and student body have come
from each of the 5o states and from
more than 9o countries. An English
as a Second Language program and
dedicated international student ser-
vices staff assist international students
with the adjustment to college life in
the United States. SCAD students in
Savannah participate in intercollegiate
athletics program and the college is a
member of the National Association
for Intercollegiate Athletics Florida Sun
Conference.

The Savannah College of Art and
Design exists to prepare talented students
for professional careers, emphasizing
learning through individual atten-
tion in a positively oriented university
environment.

SCAD is accredited by the Commission
on Colleges of the Southern Association
of Colleges and Schools (1866 Southern
Lane, Decatur, Georgia 30033-4097;
telephone number 404.679.4501) to
award bachelor’s and master’s degrees.
The five-year professional Master of
Architecture degree is accredited by
the National Architectural Accrediting
Board. The Master of Arts in Teaching
degree is approved by the Georgia
Professional Standards Commission.
